We believe there is only one true and living
God, who is immutable and infinite in His
essence.

God The Father (YHWH)01
We believe Jesus is the Savior, the Lord Christ,
and the incarnate expression of God’s love
for humanity. He embodies grace, being fully
God and fully man. He died on the cross to
redeem God’s creation, and He rose on the
third day with all power in heaven and on
earth in His hands.

Jesus (Yeshua)02

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Comforter
sent by God. The Holy Spirit empowers
believers, illuminates God’s Word, and
reassures us that God is ever-present. He
convicts us of sin, guides us into truth, and
leads us toward righteousness.

Holy Spirit (Ruach Ha-Kodesh)03
We believe the Church is Christ’s bride and
His body, a witness to the world through word
and sacrament. It is a fellowship of
regenerated men and women called out to
live together in community, reflecting God’s
love and truth.

We believe the Scriptures are God’s written
authority for the Church. Inspired by the Holy
Spirit, they were given to ordinary men and
women. They are inerrant in principle,
infallible in content, and serve as our ultimate
guide in faith and practice.

We believe that Jesus was conceived by the
Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary.
Without sin, He is unique, as no other man
ever has been or ever will be. He is both the
Son of God and God the Son.

Baptism precedes
participation in the Lord’s Supper (Holy
Communion), established by Jesus through
the bread and the cup. The Lord’s Table is
open to all who share faith in Him,
symbolizing continued fellowship with Christ
and His Church.
